














New Baby Care Unit 
 The spring, or as we at CWC know it, “baby season”, is a very busy time for us. 
Because we are continually striving to improve our services and provide an appropriate 
environment for the rehabilitation of the numerous species we care for, CWC will begin a 
new program in 2008. Our new “Baby Care Unit” (BCU) will allow us to treat and care for 
healthy orphaned baby mammals and birds in an area separate from our injured or critical 
hospital patients. 
 Beginning in early 2008, volunteers working in this unit will receive special 
training in the care and feeding of these young animals. Baby season typically begins in 
February and continues through October. Volunteers in the BCU are required to commit 6 
hours a day, once a week. There are 2 shifts available a day: the morning shift from 8am-
2pm, and the afternoon shift from 1pm-7pm.

3. Note the physical characteristics like 
size, absence or presence of external 
ears and fur color. This will help us 
determine the species and what rescue 
equipment and volunteers are needed.  

4. Note the animal’s condition. Is it 
weak? Are there any open wounds? 

5. Determine the exact location of the 
animal for accurate directions. We 
won’t be able to rescue the animal if 
we don’t know where to find it. 

6. Call our hotline at (310) 458-WILD.
